All nations blessed

Gal 3: 16] “Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to
seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ”.

Thy seed is Y ahawashi thisis important now let’s read the prophecy. Genesis 22: 18]
“And in thy seed shall al the nations of the earth be blessed; because thou hast obeyed
my voice”. The nations spoken of here are the nation of Israel scattered among the
nation. For instant you might be called a so-called Haitian, him a Jamaican, her
Trinidadian so n and so forth.

Deut 4: 27] “And the LORD shall scatter you among the nations, and ye shall be |eft few
in number among the heathen, whither the LORD shall lead you”. We Israelites are from
many nations on this earth. Acts 3: 24] “Yea, and al the prophets from Samuel and those
that follow after, as many as have spoken, have likewise foretold of these days.

[25] Y e arethe children of the prophets, and of the covenant which God made with our
fathers, saying unto Abraham, And in thy seed (Y ahawashi isthy seed see Gal 3;16) shall
all the kindreds of the earth be blessed. How are we blessed? Through the mercy of

Y ahawashi from our iniquities let’ s read verse 26.

[26] Unto you first( the apostle were speaking to the nation of Isragl. Y ahawashi came to
Judah first, so unto you first mean the tribe of Judah , Benjamin and Levi, the unto the
other 10 tribes) God, having raised up his Son Jesus, sent him to bless you, in turning
away every one of you from hisiniquities

Zech 12: [7] “The LORD aso shall save the tents of Judah first, that the glory of the
house of David and the glory of the inhabitants of Jerusalem do not magnify themselves
against Judah”

Thisiswhy Paul said to the Jew first!

Y ahawashi was of the tribe of Judah (Heb 7:14) therefore the gospel was first preached to
them. (Acts3: 26]” Unto you first God, having raised up his Son Jesus, sent him to
bless you, in turning away every one of you from hisiniquities’.

Deut 32: 7] “Remember the days of old, consider the years of many generations:. ask thy
father, and he will shew thee; thy elders, and they will tell thee.

[8] When the most High divided to the nations their inheritance, when he separated the
sons of Adam, he set the bounds of the people according to the number of the children of
Israel”.

Salvation isonly for Israel Romans 11; [26] “And so all Isragl shall be saved: asitis
written, There shall come out of Sion the Deliverer, and shall turn away ungodliness from
Jacob”

Romans 10: 4] “For Christ isthe end of the law for righteousness to every one that
believeth”. Thislawsisthelaw of animal sacrifice (1* Sam 15: [22]” And Samuel said,
Hath the LORD as great delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices, asin obeying the voice
of the LORD? Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, and to hearken than the fat of
rams’. Y ahawashi came as the ultimate human sacrifice for Isragl.

Gal 3: [23] But before faith( Y ahawashi) came, we were kept under the law( the laws of
animal scarf ice) , shut up unto the faith which should afterwards be reveal ed.

This represents the schoolmaster who is the teacher of the Law, and once you are trained
in the Law, and the experience of the Law becomes your wisdom, then there’ s no more
need for ateacher. After thistraining inthe Law, Faith is supposed to take over. . Asit
iswritten, the Lord came not to destroy the Law, but to fulfill it. (Matt. 5:17)
